Dear friends and partners,
The five-week whirlwind of selling our home and relocating overseas has come to an end. As you read this letter, we are walking on the Czech and Slovak soil, (AMEN!!!) seeking the divine appointments and sharing the Gospel in season and out of season.

Overview:  We hope that you will be encouraged and strengthened in faith as you get a glimpse of God’s work in which you have been personally involved through your prayers, support and friendships. 

Since the fall of the “Iron Curtain,” I have visited my family and friends almost every year and every time the Lord has been tugging on my heart to return there and preach the Gospel and share in His Word and Worship.  However, I’ve been reluctant to return, seeing the overwhelming spiritual devastation and oppression.

In late summer 2002, I almost cancelled my 12th trip to the Czech Republic, as I have broken my rib during mountain-biking just 2 weeks prior to the departure. However, the Lord impressed on my heart to go anyway and gave me an opportunity to lead worship for a little CC Prague planted by my old friend Jiri.  My heart burned with a desire to help them and this is where I briefly met a lovely young lady, not knowing the Lord would later give her to me as a wife and partner in ministry.
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Upon my return from the 2002 trip, my heart was utterly broken over the spiritual devastation of my old homeland.  While I had been enjoying a great Bible teaching and worship in my church and living a comfortable middle class life in the US, I could not bear the thought of millions of Czechs and Slovaks going to hell.  “My people perish for the lack of knowledge“ kept ringing through my head.

A month later, as I was crying out to the Lord over the condition of my old homeland after our church’ evening service, one of the pastors took me in his office.  As we prayed, our missions pastor just “happened” to walk in.  We setup a meeting and I answered God’s call to become a full-time missionary to my old homeland.

Soon  the Lord showed me that He has given me for wife that lovely young woman from Jiri’s church plant in Prague.  Against all odds, she was granted a visa and five month into our e-mail relationship, Zita came to visit me in the US. The Lord’s leading in our relationship was so clear that we got engaged one week after her arrival and married three weeks later.  (Don’t try this at home, unless you’re 100% sure it is the Lord’s doing.) (
Since I had been in some sort of ministry in several churches for over a decade, I naively thought I was trained enough for the mission.  Well, instantly a severe spiritual opposition, filled with countless roadblocks, tribulations and sufferings become a standard part of our lives. But along with that came new victories, faith-builders and lessons in perseverance on a level I had hardly experienced before.  While we had been attending various seminars, served in our church, studied the Bible and enrolled into Biblical School of Evangelism, I realized that God had also enlisted us into “His School of Ministry.”
In less than 3 years we went through many adventures, with getting Zita a US green card, getting married, having a cute little son Daniel, who somewhat slowed down our “mission progress (,” getting dual citizenships, dealing with bureaucracies concerning our 3-national family (American, Slovak and Czech)….

As there have been “strange” obstacles and numerous distractions, we really wanted to give up at times. But the Lord just kept us going, comforting us with his Word, Spirit, miracles, and through our friends.  He always waited till we made the next step of faith, despite the unfavorable circumstances, and THEN He acted.
The Lord has also put us through a rigorous evangelism training and gave us an opportunity to lead a Gospel home study group in our church.  Since last October, He has used Zita and I to encourage dozens of Christians to be more active and effective in sharing their faith, we have passed out nearly 8000 Gospel tracts and shared the Gospel (Bad News and Good News) one-to one or in the open air preaching with nearly 600 people. Several people prayed with us and got soundly saved, including our realtor.
The Lord has also been teaching us new lessons in leaning on Him and not on our own understanding.  For example, as the Lord blessed us with selling our home in 3 days, we had little time to prepare for our overseas moving, as the closing was set in 3 weeks.  
We blazed through a “spontaneous” garage sale, with the unexpected help of our faithful friends, whom the Lord moved to help us. While the garage sale was a great success, considering, I was musing over the “inefficient way” of getting rid of most of our possessions at garage sale prices.  But then I remembered how the Lord blessed us in many other ways, and I let it go. In the end, the Lord plentifully made up for the loss.  He is so good and faithful!

Along with that, the Lord tested us as He demanded of us to just give away many of our things.  “It is more blessed to give than to receive,” Paul quoted Jesus, and we had been recently so blessed, being on both the receiving and the giving end.

Thanks to your prayers and support to the ministry, we will be able to order several hundred of Czech and Slovak Bibles, and finance the Czech Worship CD, which we finished during our moving. I was able to purchase a laptop, some needed software and equipment for the ministry. 

We now appeal to you not to forget about us as we are overseas, finally serving the Lord in the Gospel after all these long preparations.  We pray that the Lord will protect you, grow you and bless you as you continue to partner with us in this crucial battle for Czech and Slovak souls.

We can never thank you enough for your care, love, encouragement, prayers, friendships and support you have sacrificially given to save souls through our mission.


Next step:  The Lord wants us to travel for several months and share the Gospel with all the people in all the places He will take us to in both Czech Republic and Slovakia.

After that is accomplished, He will show us where to settle and focus on that area with evangelism, worship and Bible teaching.  Our church is providing Milan with a ministerial license, which the Lord will use to open more door in a secular culture suspicious of “religious cults” and obsessed with “paper proofs.”

Please, pray for:  1.  Sensitivity to God’s leading, to His priorities, divine appointments, softening of the hearts and fruitful evangelism and ministry, continued personal spiritual growth and being close to Him at all times.

2. Traveling safety and mercies, as our little Daniel “hates” traveling.  May he get used to it and like it(.
3. Continued provision and protection for us and our supporters, as the evil one keeps relentlessly looking for the cracks in our armor.  

We are looking forward to the opportunity to give you our first update from the battle-field. ( May it be encouraging and may the Lord grow you and bless you through your partnership in our mission,
